Explanation of Centers [for parents and educators who view this file via my website]::

Content Area Reading [2x a week] - Assigned Science and Social Studies work is very important! Sometimes work comes in the form of hands-on group projects. At other times, it is an assignment having to do with the practice book. This work prepares students for our Science and Social Studies block that follows Reading- where we do many hands-on experiments and the content must be understood prior to beginning each experiment. 

Computers- [1x a week] Group members log on to the reading website for Teaching Vision, and they complete either the assignment of their choice or something I really want them to work on. The websites I have chosen for the computer activities are for the most part very colorful, informative, and interesting. Instructions are given completely on the website for each activity. 

Literary Response and Literature Circles- [3x a week] This center occurs the most often. In this center, different books are read, and group members write in their literary response journals. Also every once in a while, the groups may be reading the same book, and they may have a literature circle discussion about the book.

Reading Scouts- [2x a week] In this reading binder, I have Reading Scouts assignments, where individual group members have their choice of which assignment they complete from the binder. Assignments have to do with newspapers, non-fiction selections, comparing and contrasting, main idea and supporting details, question-answer relationships, predictions… well, I think you get the idea. Sometimes students have the freedom of choosing what they want to complete, realizing they are accountable for it. 

Tribal Councils- [2x a week] This is when I meet with groups at the reading table for discussion of strategies and books that are being read. This is where I pass out materials [like strategy explanation sheets, graphic organizers, and even reading skills bookmarks]. I encourage groups full-force in this center. I also from time to time discuss assessments in this group. Also every once in a while, I have groups prepare for presentations they do before the class.

Mini-Lesson/Independent Reading- [One hour a week] Independent Reading is a time where students go back to the books they have been reading for Literature Circles and their response journals. Sometimes the books are completely different. First, I instruct the students and then encourage them to get in their small groups to read/find an example of (for example, cause and effect) in what they have read.
