There’s A Frog In My Throat!

This assignment uses the book There’s A Frog In My Throat. 

We love animal sayings! Sayings pack a lot of meaning into a few words. Plus, it’s just more fun to say “it’s raining cats and dogs” than “it’s raining hard”. 

A simile makes a comparison using the word like or the word as. If someone is “as quiet as a mouse”, that person is silent. (Mice aren’t noisy.)

A metaphor also makes a comparison, but without like or as. If someone is a “night owl”, he or she likes to stay up late. (Owls are active at night.) 

An idiom doesn’t mean exactly what the words say. For example, “She has butterflies in her stomach” doesn’t mean she’s eaten butterflies! Instead, it rather has the meaning- “She feels nervous.” 

A proverb gives advice about how to act in daily life. For example, to advise someone not to exaggerate a problem, you can say, “Don’t make a mountain out of a molehill.”
